Eastside DJs will be spinning soul, funk and blues below ground in this newly restored space. Designed by city engineer Edward Bell, Paddington Reservoir was built around 1870 as a key early supplier of Sydney’s water and holds the 2009 Australian Award for Urban Design.
Displayed within the reservoir will be Australian Centre of Photography’s Jazz.under.ground, a visual feast of music photographs by Shane Rozario with captions by John Shand. Rozario will be there on the day to speak about his work.
